· Compare the existing features on land to features on the map. If there are features on land (e.g., new road, rivers) not reflected in the map, draw in these new features.  If there are features on the map that does not exist on land, delete them from the map.

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Interviewing Techniques

How are you dressed?

Make a good impression by dressing appropriately for
the neighborhood.

Some people judge others by their dress and may not

open the door for someone who appears messy or
unkempt.

Be flexible. Answer questions.

o Identify yourself.

o Explain that you represent the census.

o Explain that you are taking the census.
Hand the Notice of Confidentiality, as required.

Ask the questions

There are some simple rules to follow:

1. Ask the questions using suggested wording.
Ask all questions in the order shown on the census
questionnaire.

3. Don’t assume answers
Understand why the questions are important so that

you can explain this to the respondent.

If you don’t know,
could you give me
your best estimate.

Thank you very much
for your cooperation.

Probe if a person’s answer isn’t satisfactory.

Occasionally a person’s answer may be confusing or
unclear. In these cases, you should probe for more
information. The most common types of problems
are:

Repeating the question.

Asking for more information.

Asking for an estimate, if appropriate

Pausing to give the person time to think
Zeroing in on the answer so it fits one of the
categories on the questionnaire.

Never put answers in the person’s mouth.

In other words, don’t suggest answers.

Always try to leave the respondent with a good
feeling toward the census.

Express your appreciation for the person’s
cooperation.
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
